Dear Mr Alexandris,
Many thanks for your letter dated June 4th.

As you rightly assumed, the CCBE has not received an answer from the Turkish lawyers representing
the two Greek officers. This, of course, does not ease the concerns about the respect of transparent
procedural safeguards, which is a basic requirement for countries abiding by the Rule of Law.

One of CCBE'’s objectives is “To monitor actively the defense of the rule of law, the protection of the
fundamental and human rights and freedoms, including the right of access to justice and protection of
the client’. In order to realise its objectives, the CCBE can in particular have “contact and dialogue with
European and non-European Bars”.

Therefore, we propose the following way forward. The CCBE will first send a reminder to both Turkish
lawyers, putting the Edirne’s Bar President as well as the UTBA President in copy.

If there’s no reaction on this letter before the end of this month, we will then ask Erdine’s Bar President
to have a meeting together with representatives of the CCBE, the Greek Delegation and - if they wish
—the UTBA. We will also ask him to see the Turkish Lawyers, representing the Greek soldiers. Finally,
we will insist to see the detained Greek Soldiers and appreciate if they are treated in compliance with
international rules such as:

e UN Body of Principles for the Protection of All Persons under any Form of Detention or
Imprisonment

¢ UN Standard Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners

e UN Convention Against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or
Punishment and its Optional Protocol

e UN Convention for the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearance

The CCBE presence and support aims, of course, at the respect of prisoners’ rights and more
specifically to assess and eventually oppose:

Arbitrary detention — being detained for no legitimate reason or without legal process
Incommunicado — being detained without access to family, lawyers etc.

secret detention — being detained in a secret location.

Inadequate prison conditions — such as overcrowding and prolonged solitary confinement.
Unfair trials — trials conducted without ensuring minimum legal process.

Torture and other forms of ill-treatment.

We hope that this approach satisfies your request.
